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Findings:

Using multilingual and translingual practices positively impacts children’s reading development

and vocabulary knowledge.

e The impact is stronger for expository texts which are the best examples of school language as
they are used across subjects.

e Children’s vocabulary knowledge greatly influences their comprehension skills.

e Peer-group discussions improve understanding of texts and engagement with learning materials
leading to better comprehension.

Recommendations:

e [anguage(s) that children are familiar with and have at home should be used in class to improve
their comprehension skills rather than using only English.

e Teaching of reading should focus on comprehension and vocabulary enhancement using the
support of multilingual resources that children bring to the classroom.

e Peer-group discussions amongst children should be incorporated during class to engage them in
collaborative learning and develop their higher-order critical thinking skills.

e Intensive teacher training in systematic use of multilingual and translingual pedagogy is
required to achieve all of the above.

e Teacher-beliefs that planned use of translingual strategies to develop reading comprehension of

children from low socio-economic backgrounds is most effective should be strengthened.
